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Dave McWilliams gave a demonstration on pen
turning to go along with our project to send purpleheart
pens Iraq.  Dave went through his process from start to
finish on turning a beautiful, functional pen.  He asked for
comments and other member’s habits as he went along.

We all develop our own comfortable ways of doing
things but to become
better turners we must
constantly look at other
ways of completing the
task.  Dave has turned
hundreds of pens and
clearly has found a
method that is very
efficient and enjoyable.

Dave selects
wood with a desirable
grain pattern and uses a
home made clamp to
hold the blanks for
drilling and another for
assembly.  He provided
some good tips, for
example, do not drill through the bottom of the wood blank
to prevent chipping.  Instead stop 1/8" shy and cut the
closed end off with the bandsaw.

Turn the blank down to just proud of the bushings
which will determine the finished size.  Use sand paper to
finish sand to desired size.  Apply your finish of choice,
Dave prefers Myland’s friction polish and applies it with a
paper towel.

Pens are a great project for turners to make.
They can be fairly inexpensive to make, they make great
gifts and they sell well at craft shows and to friends.
Lastly, they can be completed in less than an hour.  There
are as many different types and styles of pen kits as there
are wood turners.  The combinations are endless.

Pen kits are now offered in various finishes (gold,
platinum, nickel, etc…), various styles (parker, cigar, cross,
etc…), even various clips.  Not to mention the thousands
of possible woods to use.  There are many vendors who
offer supplies, jigs and wood for pen turning.  Below I
have listed a few of the companies that can be found on

the internet.  Call them for a catalog if you don’t already
have one.  Heck, even Ebay has a dedicated section for
pen blanks.  If your interested in more information on pen
turning, ask one of our officers to point you towards some
of our veteran pen turners who are sure to steer you in the
right direction.
