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Biography:  Jeff Ferguson 

   General :   
 I live in Columbia, Missouri with my wife and three children (ages 6, 6, and 
4).  I am currently a research professor at the University of Missouri and I focus on 
the archaeology of the American Southwest and central Kenya.  I mostly work with 
compositional studies of pottery and stone tools in order to study exchange systems, 
mobility, and territorial boundaries.  
  
 Turning :   
 I have occasionally turned wood for the past 15 years, but only became seri-
ous about it about five years ago.  I finish turn enough bowls to sell at one local gal-
lery (Bluestem, in Columbia) and do a few art shows each year, but I really enjoy the 
rough turning process.  I hate to see good wood go to waste, so I do my best to cut 
and rough turn as much as possible.  I typically turn about 10-20 rough bowls each 
week.  My turning time is limited to an hour or so each evening after my kids have 
gone to bed.  I usually cut up logs about two or three times each month.  Most of my 
wood comes from a couple local tree-trimmers and the occasional log from someone’s 
yard.  Most of my rough-turned blanks end up on Ebay for sale to other turners after 
they have dried for a year or two.

Dave started off the New Year with a project that em-

phasizes creativity and freedom of expression.  The 

size of the piece is limited by the capability of your 

lathe.  Otherwise, the project is limited only by your 

interest and imagination.  Look for ways to new ways 

to express color, texture, pattern and rhythm. 

Experimenting with: 
 
 

 Weathering 
 Insect Damage 

 Tool Marks 
 Paint / Stain 
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Safety 
These pieces are significantly out of balance.  As they turn, 
they swing out much further than normal.  You must adapt 
the way you move your body and your tools.  Keep lathe 
RPM to a minimum. 
 
Use faceplate screws which have a high sheer strength 
and fill the entire diameter of the mounting hole. 
 
Use a lathe with a remote start/stop. 
 
Cordon off, the danger zone so that no one can walk 
through it or stand in it. 
 
Use slow, deliberate tool movements.  Wait for the piece to 
swing around. 

Frequently stop the lathe to check your progress. 

Techniques 
 Glue a large piece of scrap on the back.  You will 
move the face plate many times as you proceed through the 
creative process.  The scrap will allow you to mark your sets 
of holes for each center position.   
 

 Use a shim behind the faceplate.  This allows you to 
work on one side of the center.
